If for any reason, you are unable to read at home with
your child, please let us know, as we have a bank of wonderful reading volunteers,
who come in to support the children’s reading in school. Also, please remember that
we are always looking for new reading volunteers; please enquire in the school
office.

Pupil Premium Funding

Some of our families will be in receipt of benefits that mean that their child/ren are
entitled to a grant to enhance their education within school; we use this money for a
variety of opportunities, such as an extra-curricular club, school uniform, help
towards the contribution for school trips or perhaps, additional support with teaching
and learning. If you think you child could be entitled to this ‘in-School’ funding;
please collect an application form from the school office.
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Who is entitled to Pupil Premium Funding?
To be eligible at least one parent must be in receipt of one of the following benefits:
e Universal credit
e Income Support
e Income-based Job Seeker’s Allowance
e Income-related Employment and Support Allowance

e Child Tax Credit provided you are not entitled to Working Tax Credit and have
an annual income that does not exceed £16,190.

e The Guarantee element of the State Pension Credit

Or:
e At least one parent was eligible for any of the above benefits in the last six
years
e Children who are or have been looked after under local authority care
e Children from service families who receive a child pension from the Ministry of
Defence.
