(which is terrifying) and that children in Year 2 have been playing Minecraft, Fortnite and
Among Us (all for much older children and all include death and violence, including ghosts
and zombies). There are so many wonderful games and programmes that are age
appropriate and will not cause nightmares or worries; please make sure your children are
not hearing or seeing things they cannot possibly understand fully. Let them grow up
slowly, in their own time, having fun and playing age appropriate games.
